1. Title III Summer Stipends

Kim Prestwich introduced the focus themes for this year's summer stipends. A workshop for proposal preparation will be held 11 Feb from 3-4:30.

2. CSI Draft Policies and Procedures Manual

Barbara Knutson has asked all faculty and staff to review the draft manual, which is available online at perch. csi.cc.id.us. Alternatively, hardcopies may be checked out from the library. Comments should be addressed to Barbara at x2267 or bknudson@taylor.csi.cc.id.us before 21 January.

Maddie Hartwell suggested that faculty members with concerns regarding drug testing and alcohol policies should discuss these with their department heads. These issues may also be addressed again at a future Faculty Forum.

3. Center for Teaching Excellence

Fran Golding discussed the survey sent to faculty last semester about the development of the Center for Teaching Excellence. Survey results were:

77 returned surveys

53 in favor of the Center 20 opposed

3 possibly in favor

Suggestions for features the Center could employ included:

a meeting and conference site (with downlinks for teleconferences) teaching tools, e.g. journals, videos, pamphlets

a lounge area for socializing, relaxing, etc.

Those opposed to a Center felt the money could be better used elsewhere and the space could be allocated for faculty offices.

4. Rank Committee

Joann Shopbell (chair) announced the names of the current rank committee: Tony Mannen

She mentioned that the process for applying for promotion is outlined in the Faculty Handbook. This year only, letters of intent were to be accepted until 12 Jan. due to some confusion about reminders going out to faculty. Jim Irons commented that the process was Draconian, while Joann felt it was simply an expectation of adult behavior. You decide.

5. Issues for Future Faculty Forum Agendas
