I. Call to order: 1:01 pm
II. New Business

a. House Bill 222 
SECTION 3. That Chapter 21, Title 33, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby amended by the addition thereto of a NEW SECTION, to be known and designated as Section 33-2145, Idaho Code, and to read as follows:

33-2145.  AUTHORITY OF TRUSTEES TO REGULATE FIREARMS. The board of trustees of each community college district shall have no authority to regulate the lawful possession of firearms except that the board of trustees may regulate or prohibit the possession of firearms in undergraduate student housing owned or operated by the district.
b. Report on Survey: Kimberly Madsen, President of Faculty Senate and Chair of the Executive Committee, presented the results of the Gun Law Survey. This survey and special session will inform President Beck about the faculty’s opinion concerning Idaho House Bill 222. Survey Results: 166 Faculty replied to the survey, 136 (82%) were in opposition against the bill, 30 (18%) were for the proposed bill.
IV. Motions on Bill 222: Motion: Randy motioned to give an official statement about Legislation House Bill 222 concerning firearms on college campuses. Motion passed with 5 members opposed to the motion.

Motion: To wave the 28 day waiting period. Motion passed with 3 members opposed and 2 abstained.  

Motion: Paul Morgan motioned to share our results of the survey and make the results public. Paul Morgan withdrew his motion.

Motion: Jan Simpkin made the following motion:

“CSI Faculty opposes House Bill 222 as it applies to community colleges.”
Motion passed with a majority.  2 members opposed and 3 abstained.
