I. Call to Order

II. Approval of minutes from previous meeting
a. Minutes approved without objection. 

III. Reports

a. Guests

i. Dr. Jerry Beck – (10 minutes)

1. President Beck discussed the state of CSI’s budget. The 2009 budget was adjusted in February to allow the institution to balance its budget for 2009-2010. 
2. Salaries will be flat for the upcoming year. Rank will be honored. 

3. Professor of Merit may be an issue. Pres. Beck will be send draft language regarding a change to Faculty Senate Executive Committee. 

4. Pres. Beck indicated he’ll be awarding rank at 2, 2, and 3, but will keep open the open to award it at 1, 2, and 3 in the future if the budget continues to be tight. 

5. Many unanswered questions still exist regarding health insurance, including premiums, coverage, and future rate changes. 

IV. New Business:

a. Jay Sneddon – Eaglemail for students (10 minutes) 

i. Jay demonstrated the new Google-based email, which will be implemented August 3, 2009. 
ii. Students will use ID# to login (similar to MyCSI), then they’ll select a username from a drop-down list. That username will be propagated to Jenzebar. 

iii. Faculty asked questions about how to get students in to the system early so as to be able to contact students before the first day of classes for various reasons. Jay indicated that IT will research this issue so as to satisfy the needs of students and faculty.
