January 26, 1999 All Faculty Forum
The Faculty Senate met on Tuesday, January 26, 1999, in Shields 115.  The following items were discussed.

1.  ATTENDANCE POLICY

Maddie Hartwell reported on the work of the subcommittee regarding the wording of the attendance policy in the Catalog.  Since the last all faculty forum, the subcommittee has 

revised the attendance policy and received input from several people, including the President, Jerry Beck, and John Martin.  Maddy presented the revised version of the attendance policy.  The attendance policy clearly states that students will not be penalized for attending verified school activities (such as athletic events, choir, student senate, etc.).  

After Maddy's presentation, the attendance policy was opened for discussion and some changes have been made. The Faculty Senate unanimously approved the changes.  The revised version of the attendance policy  is given below.  


ATTENDANCE

Proposed by the Faculty Senate 

for the 1999-2001 catalog

(2/22/99)

The college takes the position that regular attendance is the student's responsibility.  The instructor may evaluate the lack of attendance in terms of the course requirements and take a reasonable course of action.

A class missed due to required participation in a verified school activity will not be considered an absence.  Students who miss class or are absent for any reason are still responsible for completing all course requirements.  When the number of class hours absent exceeds

the number of course credits, the instructor has the power and authority to send a deficiency notice to the student as a warning and/or refer the student to his/her adviser.  When the number of class hours absent exceeds twice the number of course credits, the instructor has the power and authority to drop the student from the course.

A student who has been dropped from a course for "lack of attendance" has the right to appeal.  Information regarding this process is available from the director of admissions and records.

2.  TITLE III 

Kathy Pullmann provided information regarding the Title III grant and areas where faculty participation is needed.  A summary of the report is given below.

3.  GENERAL EDUCATION

Lynn Irons and Rick Parker provided an update on the General Education activities being conducted by the College.  Please direct all questions, comments, etc. to the appropriate Department Chair or Division Director.

REVISED ATTENDANCE POLICY FOR 1999-2001 CATALOG

The individual instructors and/or departments will determine attendance requirements for each of their classes and will have these available at the beginning of the semester for students registered for the course.

Students who have not attended class during the first (10) class meeting days in the Fall or Spring semesters, and the first (5) days in the summer session, will be dropped.  (In this instance, "class meeting days" is defined as any Mon.-through-Fri. when the college is open and regularly scheduled classes are held.

A student who has been dropped from a course for "lack of attendance" has the right to appeal through a process available from the Director of Admissions and Records.

Activity One of title III has two components this year (plus summer stipends)

1. Travel funding 

Funding for 15 people (over 10% of the faculty) to attend workshops and conferences for the specific purpose of professional development.  The seven institutional objectives were listed on the application for funding form.  The deadline for application is the same as for the mini-grants.  Interdepartmental attendance is encouraged.  Individuals must share in some form the conference information.  Kim Prestwich (ex2293) has a file of conference information.

2.   Advancement system  

Rosemary Barta has accepted the chair position of the advancement system.  She needs a cross sectional committee to help. She will be working on the project this summer, however, there is a conference in Florida that Jerry would like two committee members to attend in March.  Therefore the advancement committee needs to be formed ASAP.  There may also be some group travel to SLC.
