Faculty Senate Minutes
November 28, 2006

1.  The faculty was asked to provide any corrections to the posted minutes from the previous meeting.  No comments were submitted.

2.  Paul Morgan presented information concerning the functions of institutional review boards and the apparent need to establish such a board at C.S.I.  Valerie Warner asked for volunteers to serve on an investigatory subcommittee whose purpose will be to investigate setting up an institutional review board at C.S.I.  Valerie Warner appointed Paul Morgan as Chair of the subcommittee and volunteered to serve on it herself.  Randy Smith and Gordy Kokx volunteered to serve on the committee as well.

3.  Valerie Warner discussed the idea of changing the start date of school by delaying the beginning of the fall semester by one week and starting the spring semester one week earlier.  She asked to get a poll of those in favor of these changes.  The faculty discussed the pros and cons of such a change.  The faculty requested that copies of calendars with the different scenarios possible be provided before a poll is taken.  Others thought it would be helpful to provide the academic calendars of other institutions for faculty to review as well.  The faculty also inquired into the possibility of scheduling an entire week off at Thanksgiving.
4.  Tonja Bowcut of the Nominations Committee stated that the committee needs more names for the upcoming election for Faculty Executive Senate Committee technical position.  The committee is also seeking for more names for Rank Committee technical positions.  Interested parties may email Tonja, Bruce Bennett or Paula Edmonds-Hollifield.  The vote to fill all these vacancies will be held next week.

5.  Committee/Subcommittee Reports

a.  Rank Committee is accepting letters of intent to apply for rank advancement 

through Dec. 15th 3 pm.


b.  W, I, NC, D Subcommittee reported that they had emailed copies of their 

research data to all faculty.


c.  Salary Equity Subcommittee reported that they had met with President Beck 

and were waiting to receive data.


d.  Citizenship Subcommittee – no report.


e.  Part-time/Adjunct Subcommittee was ready to present a motion for vote.  

Valerie Warner asked the subcommittee email a copy of the proposed changes to 

the faculty so that faculty could review the proposed changes.

The letter was not presented for vote as the 

subcommittee is currently working with President Beck to make sure the intent of 

the letter is clear and the ideas presented in the letter are feasible.
