Faculty Senate Executive Committee 
Minutes
January 8, 2007

Members Present: Valerie Warner, Janet Sandy, Mike Youngman, Kirk Ruby, David Rodriquez, Tonja Bowcut, John Boling, Clark Draney

Members Absent: none

Visitors: Claudeen Buettner

I. Valerie Warner called the meeting to order at 1:05PM. She indicated that her term as president of the Faculty Senate Executive Committee and Jayson Lloyd’s term as secretary of the Faculty Senate Executive Committee have ended and therefore the currently established body should elect a new president and a new secretary. She reminded the group of the requirement that the president be elected from among those members in their second year of service on the Faculty Senate Executive Committee. Valerie then excused herself and the meeting continued.

II. After a brief discussion, Janet Sandy was elected president and Clark Draney was elected secretary of the Faculty Senate Executive Committee by acclamation.

III. Members began a discussion of the agenda for the Faculty Senate meeting scheduled for January 9, 2007. It was agreed that information from previous meetings, including a list of all sub-committees, and any previously established agenda, should be obtained from Jayson Lloyd. Clark agreed to get that information and create an agenda for tomorrow’s Faculty Senate meeting.
IV. Dr. Buettner joined the meeting at 1:15PM to discuss the previously discussed proposed change to the academic calendar. She reiterated that she is seeking support from the faculty to move the start date of the fall term forward one week, thereby shortening the Christmas break by one week. A discussion of the various pros and cons of this proposal ensued, mostly with the aim to present a clear picture of the issue to the full faculty senate at the January 9th meeting. Some of the important points raised:

a. Grades would be due during the week of Christmas.

b. Campus offices would likely be open during the Christmas break.

c. Although the proposal originally put forward by Dr. Buettner would have the change take effect in Fall 2008, she indicated at today’s meeting that she would actually prefer to have the change take effect for Fall 2007. 

V. Dr. Buettner left the meeting at 1:30PM.

VI. Faculty Senate Executive Committee members continued the discussion of the change to the academic calendar. No objections were voiced and the Faculty Senate Executive Committee decided to propose to the full faculty senate that the change be endorsed for Fall 2007. If significant objections are raised, then the proposal could be amended to take effect Fall 2008 instead.
VII. Janet indicated that she will be out of town during the next scheduled meeting of Faculty Senate Executive Committee and proposed that we meet Tuesday, February 6, 2007 (rather than February 13) at 2PM. Clark will send an email to all members soliciting their feedback on this day/time, giving everyone a chance to check their schedules. 

VIII. Kirk Ruby reminded the members that one member (or perhaps two members) should attend the monthly meetings of the Board of Trustees. Clark agreed to get the schedule of those meetings and provide a sign-up sheet for members to indicate when they can attend. Janet indicated that she will attend the January meeting.

IX. Tonja Bowcut informed the group that it will probably be necessary to replace a member of the Rank Committee at the end of the current academic year. She indicated that her understanding of that procedure is that the Nominating Committee will recommend a replacement and that the Faculty Senate Executive Committee will vote to appoint that person to the Rank Committee. After some discussion, Clark made a motion that we follow that procedure. Tonja seconded the motion and it passed by acclamation.
X. The meeting adjourned at 1:45PM.
