Appendix
Faculty Senate Constitution (existing)

Faculty Senate Constitution (proposed)
Article I (Identification and Purpose) 

1. The Faculty Senate is the official body of the faculty at the College of Southern Idaho.
1
. The Faculty Senate is a collegial association of faculty of the College of Southern Idaho.
2. The Senate initiates, considers, and recommends policy relating to the Faculty and College.
3. The Senate provides a forum for faculty concerns.
2
. The Faculty Senate provides a forum for faculty concerns and renders the majority opinion of participating faculty to the administration and to the Board of Trustees of the College on matters brought before it by its membership, the administration or the Board.
Article II (Membership) 
1. The membership of the Senate consists of all Faculty at the College of Southern Idaho as specified by the By-laws.
The
 membership of the Faculty Senate is specified in the Faculty Senate By-Laws. 

Article III (Executive Committee) 

1. The Faculty Senate Executive Committee considers all faculty concerns that are brought before it. It initiates and recommends policies to the Faculty Senate at large. 
1. 
The Faculty Senate Executive Committee considers all faculty concerns that are brought before it. 

It also serves as liaison between the Faculty Senate membership and the administration and Board of Trustees.
2. The makeup of and election procedures for the Executive Committee are specified in the By-laws. 
3. The Executive Committee selects officers and committees as specified in the By-laws.
4
. Functions and terms of Executive Committee members are specified in the By-laws.
5. Dismissal of any Executive Committee member requires an affirmative vote of a majority of the membership of the Faculty Senate. 
2
. Dismissal of any Executive Committee member requires the affirmative vote of a majority (more than fifty percent) of the membership of the Faculty Senate. 

Article IV (Rank Committee) 
1. The Rank Committee consists of four voting members: two technical and two academic senior faculty. Members are elected for three-year terms on a rotating basis.

The
 Rank Committee consists of four voting members: two professional-technical and two academic senior faculty.

Article V (Meetings) 
1. A meeting of the Senate requires a quorum of members, as specified in the By-laws. 

1
. The conduct of business at a meeting of the Faculty Senate requires a quorum of members, as specified in the By-laws. 
2. There shall be at least one meeting each semester held during the in-service faculty session. 

2. There shall be at least one meeting each semester held during the faculty in-service session.

3. Additional meetings may be called by the Senate Chairperson. 

3
. Additional meetings may be called by the President of the Senate as laid out in the Faculty Senate By-Laws. 

4. Additional meetings may also be called by petition from at least ten percent of the membership. 


a. Upon receipt of such a petition, the Senate Chairperson must call a meeting within one


    week.

. Additional meetings may also be called by petition from at least ten percent of the membership. Upon receipt of such a petition, the Senate President must immediately call a meeting to be held within one calendar week. 

Article VI (Revisions) 

1. This Constitution may be changed by an affirmative vote of at least two-thirds of the membership.

1
. This Constitution may be changed by the affirmative vote of at least two-thirds of the membership. 

2. The Senate may adopt, remove, or change By-laws to this Constitution by an affirmative vote of a majority of the members present at a meeting or a majority of ballots returned with a mail ballot vote.

. The Faculty Senate may adopt, remove, or change By-Laws to this Constitution by the affirmative vote of a majority of the members present at a meeting or a majority of ballots returned with a mail ballot vote. 

�The Senate does not have any “official” role in the governance of the college.  If it did, it would be subject to Idaho Open Meeting Law.  This wording skirts that issue.


�The term “recommends” implies an official role, and appears in the Idaho Open Meeting Law as a role of bodies that are subject to that law.


�The membership does NOT include all faculty (part-time faculty not serving under a contract are excluded).


�Better describes the role of the FSEC.


�2,3,and 4 are redundant and unnecessary.


�Defines majority.


�Incorporates new terminology (Prof-Tech) and eliminates redundancy with By-Laws (term length).


�Allows for meetings to be held without the conduct of official Senate business (i.e., voting on motions).


�Restricts Senate president to calling meetings in accordance with procedure in the By-Laws.


�Clarification (president does NOT have a week in which to call for a meeting to be held at some unspecified later date).
