I. Call to order

a. Janet called the meeting to order at 1:05PM

Tonja mentioned a new committee which will help select the new HSHS Dean. She suggested that the work of this committee be announced/publicized.

1. Changes to online course evaluations.

a. Committee members discussed a number of concerns regarding online course evaluations, including: closing dates, the dates faculty can view the completed evaluations, and how courses taught by more than one instructor (team teaching) can be evaluated online. The general concern is that there is little flexibility for instructors to modify how the evaluations are used.
b. Feedback about Jason Rose’s proposal included the concern that students will not complete evaluations if they become too cumbersome. 

2. Information regarding the Faculty Senate Executive Committee and Faculty Senate page on the CSI site.

a. The committee determined that this item does not need to be taken the Faculty Senate as a whole. Informational only. 

3. Proposed change to Faculty Handbook regarding the Emeritus program.

a. The committee recommended that we ask Jason to clarify his intentions and how they align with those of administration. It was also recommended that we get administrative input. 
b. Further discussion included the question of whether the faculty should have the vote on emeritus exceptions or whether it should also include administrative input/support. That approval was tabled based on discussion of item #c  below.
