Please title the file with the last name and then first name of the presenting author.  For example, campbellheidi.doc or campbellheidi.docx.  All presenters and attendees must officially register for the symposium at www.csi.edu/iasSymposium.  Please note that student presenters are given complimentary registration.

	Posters should be no larger than 3 feet tall by 4 feet wide.  Pushpins will be provided at the poster session.

	Oral presentations will be from 15 to 20 minutes in length, including time for questions.  The exact length allowed will be determined in advance, and will depend upon the number of papers in each session.  Please see the finalized schedule after March 1 for details.  All Power Point presentations, or similar display materials, must be emailed to hcampbell@csi.edu by Wednesday, March 10, 2010 at 5:00 pm.  Entitle the file with the presenting author’s last name and then first name.  For example, a paper given by Heidi Campbell should have a power point file named campbellheidi.ppt or campbellheidi.pptx.  All files will be opened in advance to check for compatibility.  Please make a note in the body of the email if there are links to any multimedia components (videos, sound, etc.) that ought to be checked in advance.  Please also give the slide number.
